Hereby issues the following Administrative Direction: 
 
 

Section 1 
The Scope of Application of Sections 2.1 and 3.1 of UNMIK Regulation No. 2000/36 

 
2.1 In section 2.1, the term “Radio and television operators” shall include cable 
broadcasters.  
 
2.2  Section 3.1 shall enable the Temporary Media Commissioner to impose one or 
more of the sanctions set forth therein on broadcast licensees who fail to adhere to the 
terms and conditions of a broadcast license issued by the Temporary Media 
Commissioner. 
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Section 2 
Entry into Force
